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To the Parents/Attorney of: 
     
This Notice is to inform you that upon your youth’s placement, the county they are placed in (i.e., not Napa County) will be responsible for the provision of and payment for any Specialty Mental Health Services (SMHS) pursuant to AB 1299 and California Welfare & Institutions Code §14717.1.  This means the youth’s provision of mental health services are “presumptively transferred” to the new county in which they are placed. The purpose of “presumptive transfer” is to ensure the youth receives timely access to mental health services, if they are needed.  Presumptive transfer automatically occurs unless a waiver of “presumptive transfer” is requested and approved.  A foster child, person or agency responsible for making mental health care decisions of the foster child, the youth’s attorney, may request a waiver if an exception to “presumptive transfer” exists.  

An Exception to Presumptive Transfer May Be Requested If You Believe Any of the Following Applies:

1. 
The transfer would negatively impact mental health services being provided to the child or youth or delay access to services provided to the foster child; or
2. 
The transfer would interfere with the family reunification efforts documented in the individual case plan; or
3. 
The foster child’s placement in the county where the child is placed (i.e., outside of Napa County) is expected to last less than six months; or
4. 
The foster child’s placement is within 30 minutes of travel time to his or her established SMHS care provider in Napa County.

Waiver Requests (To Claim an Exception Above Applies):
Waivers are processed by the Probation Department. If you believe an exemption applies and you would like to request a waiver you must notify the assigned probation officer in writing within 7 days of placement determination. You will be notified once a determination is made.
In order to process a Waiver Request, you must provide, at a minimum, the following information: 

1.
Name of the child/youth; 

2.
Your Name and contact information, and your legal relationship to the child/youth; and 

3.
A brief description of which Exception(s), noted above, you believe support a waiver of the Presumptive Transfer requirement.
